Radio Espoir - Quebec

(TWR Canada Ministry
Project)

Speaking fluently in more than
200 languages and dialects,
Trans World Radio (TWR)
exists to reach the world for
Jesus Christ. Through global
media outreach, millions of
people in 160 countries are
engaging with Biblical truth.
TWR Canada broadcasts in
Low German (Manitoba,
Alberta & Aylmer, ON),
Mandarin (web radio from
Toronto), and French (across
Quebec). In conjunction with
regular broadcasting, a specific
ministry project, Radio Espoir ,
has been implemented in
Quebec for the purpose of
leading people from doubt to
decision to discipleship.

Quebec: The People

Quebec remains a predominantly
Catholic province at heart, in
its culture if not in practice.
After experiencing four
consecutive decades of
secularization, Evangelicals
comprise less than 1% of the
Francophone population within
the province.

Here, where Catholicism has
been so intertwined with society,
expressing a personal faith in
Christ is often seen as a
rejection of family and culture.

The Need

In addition to secularization,
Quebec faces many growing
negative influences:
agnosticism, the New Age
movement and cults. The
youth generation Ilearns
nothing about the truth of the
Bible in their contemporary
school system and are thus
especially influenced by these
negative trends.

The Ministry: Radio Espoir

In partnership with Aujourd’hui
I'Espoir, TWR Canada shares
the transforming message of
Jesus Christ in French with the
people of Quebec. Each week,
a 30-minute “Living Truth”
program is presented on the
radio, television and the
Internet. Additionally, “In
Touch” and the daily “Thru the
Bible” programs are produced
and aired from TWR Canada’s
studio in Quebec City. Through
this ministry project, the
messages of Pastor Charles
Price, Charles Stanley and J.

Vernon McGee are aired in
French throughout the
province of Quebec. It is
encouraging to note that
people are responding! Last
year, 87,000 copies of these
programs were downloaded
from the Internet.

Besides the broadcasts,
Aujourd’hui L'Espoir staff
answer calls from listeners 24
hours a day, seven days a
week. They not only handle
listener follow-up, but also
integrate new believers into
local churches.

The Results

God is using this ministry to
bring unity among Francophone
churches and believers in
Quebec. More than 50,000
people are viewing TWR’s TV
programs each week in Quebec
City alone, and each month,
more than 8,500 programs are
downloaded from the Internet.
Since the majority of young
people use the Internet,
evidence suggests that the
Word of God is finally reaching
the younger segment of
Quebec’s population. We are
privileged to partner with TWR
in this work of God.

The JKPS family serves in 6 states of
Northern India, where ministry priorities
include children’s work, church planting,
income-generation skills and theological
education. In all 6 states, God is doing
remarkable things because ordinary men
and women have dared to place their lives
on the line in order that a world lost without
Christ would have hope.

A Time of Persecution

The last few months in Northern India have
seen increased persecution for Christian
workers in Islamic communities. Several
believers were beaten mercilessly, at least
6 homes were destroyed and a handful of
new Christians were forced to reconvert.
JKPS workers and their families have had
to flee from certain areas, as they have

become primary targets

of the group leading the

persecution. Though the

trials have been intense,

these men and their

families have surrendered

their all for the sake of the

Kingdom. While they  AshokAndrews
have every reason to be fearful or bitter,
instead they desire that those who are
persecuting them will turn to Christ! Please
pray that God would soften hearts and
change lives.

Time of Praise

Despite the Enemy’s attempts to destroy
and discourage, there are so many things
to praise God for! To name one in
particular, the Lord recently granted JKPS
the required licenses from the Government
of West Bengal to run an after-care home
for young girls who have been rescued
from sex trafficking. JKPS workers feel
truly humbled that God would choose them
for this task.

Looking Ahead

Some ministry goals for the next 6 months
include establishing a fully functional after-
care home for girls, implementing a micro-
credit program in several communities, and
continuing to plant churches while
expanding into unreached areas.

The December 5th issue of the Peoples
Progress will feature JKPS’s Ministry to
Children.
